The imgbrtahce of having an orgenization in order to
obta%n recognition as a body fostering the highest standards of
practice., :

The discussion of problems arising in our deily work,

The possiblity and the desirability of regulation and
standerdization of fees,

The opportunity for'the organization to work on the
revisions of the local Building Code, with particular reference
to more rational requirements in structural design. :

The possibiliily of raising the requiremente for those sub-
mitting important siructural designs at the City Hall and for
obtaining real engineering supervision on this type of work.
